The
Saegertown Elementary MDS class has the intermediate level students enrolled - although the current age range
is 10 -16, documentation and approval for the age range variance is noted in the IEP's of individual students. The
Saegertown High School MDS class has the secondary aged students enrolled - although the current age range
is 16-21, documentation and approval for the age range variance is noted in the |EP's of individual students. SLS
- Saegertown High School. Cambridge Springs High School, Maplewood High School, - the clinicians service
grades 7-12 (ages 12-21) in those buildings. Students are provided their services within the appropriate age
ranges. Cambridge Springs Elementary ES program - we have one student who is out of the age range and he is
provided his services individually, not within the group.

The _ /fZENA/ CEEST School District within Intermediate Unit
S~ assures that the school district will comply with the requirements of 22 PA Code
Chapter 14 and with the policies and procedures of PDE. PDE will specify, in writing,
policies and procedures to be followed. Requests for any deviations from these
regulations, standards, policies, and procedures must be made in writing to PDE. The
school district understands that special education plans will be approved by PDE in
accordance with the following criteria as set forth in 22 Pa. School Code §14.104:

1. There are a full range of services, programs and alternative placements available to
the school district for placement and implementation of the spemal education
programs in the school district.

2. The school district has adopted a child find system to locate, identify and evaluate
young children and children who are thought to be a child with a disability eligible
for special education residing within the school district’s jurisdiction. Child find data
is collected, maintained, and used in decision-making. Child find process and
procedures are evaluated for its effectiveness. The school district implements
mechanisms to disseminate child find information to the public, organizations,
agencies, and individuals on at least an annual basis.

3. The school district has adopted policies and procedures that assure that students with
disabilities are included in general education programs and extracurricular and non-
academic programs and activities to the maximum extent appropriate in accordance
with an Individualized Education Program. :

4. The school district will comply with the PA Department of Educétion, Bureau of
Special Education’s plan revision notice process.

5. The school district follows the state and federal guidelines for participation of
students with disabilities in state and district-wide assessments including the
determination of participation, the need for accommodations, and the methods of
assessing students for whom regular assessment is not appropriate.

6. The school district assures the Pennsylvania Department of Education that funds
received through participation in the medical assistance reimbursement program,
ACCESS, will be used to enhance or expand the current level of services and
programs provided to students with disabilities in this local education agency.

This assurance must be signed by the School Board President and the
Superintendent for the school district to operate services and programs.
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
